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He is enrolled in a metal fabrication day release scheme with Anniesland College in Glasgow that complements the in-house training programme formulated and overseen by our Ship Manager Andy Aire.

Callum is also currently involved along with crew member Jamie Hunter (who was our previous Shipwright Apprentice) in our project to fabricate and fit operational Ship’s Davits to handle the two replica lifeboats that have been manufactured in house by our crew and volunteers, this work will involve Callum interacting with the Naval Architect who designed the Davit footing system.
